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CHIEF MORRIS 
LECTURES FOR 
HOBART CLASS 

^CHURCHES 

Chief Richard W. Morris, lectur­
ing before a class in social path­
ology this morning at Hobart Col­
lege, declared that one of the 
greatest causes of crime in this 
country is the lack of proper re­
creational faculties for the youth. 
Using his twenty years of exper­
ience as a police official sis a back­
ground, Chief Morrj* discussed the 
problem of juvenile delinquency 
with the group of upper-classmen 
taking the course. 

The type of Juvenile delinquency 
that the chief discussed included 
the minor difficulties that young 
boys get into and he did not deal 
with the problem of sex delin­
quencies at all. When the work of 
the local police department In 
crime prevention was begun, a 
committee of citizens, in coopera­
tion with the police department, 
made a survey of all of the crimes 
committed by Geneva boys and 
then they prepared a series oi 
questionaires which were answered 
by the boys in all grades of the 
public and parochial schools of the 
city. " 

Because the average age of of­
fenders in-the Elmira Reformatory 
was 19 years and the average age 
of all prisoners over tee country 
was only 23 years, the local de­
partment felt that something 
could be done to prevent crime in 
Geneva by removing the causes Ql 
crime among the children. When 
the surveys showed the lack oi 
recreational facilities available, the 
committee began to provide places 
where the children could find an 
opportunity for supervised play 
during the winter months. The 
problem had been discovered to be 
more acute during the winter 
when the regular playground sys^ 
tern is not working. 

The use of school auditoriums 
and the securing of college stu­
dents as workers In play groups 
soon had most of the young boys 
off the streets during the hours 
after school and following supper 
so that they were not tempted to 
commit the petty crimes that had 
been leading to more serious of­
fences. 

Following the Institution of the 
organized play program, the de­
linquency rate dropped seventy 
percent and in the seven years of 
the existence of the work, the 
rate has never gone up to its 
former high level. Concluding his 
lecture, Chief Morris suggested 
that the future of such work could 
be made secure by the efforts of 
men who have had college training 
and who would be willing to sacri­
fice some of their time to assisting 
recreational supervision.

He has 
learned from a doctor hi Paris 
that he has Inherited a disease 
from his father which Is incurable 
and that one day scon will make 
him a hopeless invalid suffering 
from softening of the brain. He 
comes home to await the inevita­
ble, which is hastened by the ex­
citement brought on by the burn­
ing of the orphanage erected to 
his father's memory. 

"Today's real slavery Is to Ideals 
of goodness" is Ibsen's real thesis 
in this psychological tragedy. And 
unmercifully he unfolds the lives 
of the Alvings with his sure, quick 
skill in maneuvering scene and 
character .to obtain his intense 
emotional effect. He plunges at 
once into action, suppressing any 

.prologue and forces the audience 
to feel that events that have long 
preceded the opening of the play 
are of the most dynamic import­
ance at the very moment in which 
they are revealed.
